In order to use WI Fl or Bluetooth dewoes
in Japan, they must conform to Japanese
technical standards and include a mark
(Flgure 1) certlfylng that they do.

However when the dewce conforms to the
following requirements, they are exempt from
this rule and may be used for 90 days after
entering Japan.

Wi-Fi Device Exceptions

The device has the Wi-Fi logo (Figure 2), which shows it conforms to international technical standards,
and the following apply:

@ The device is accessing a free public wireless LAN spot (access point).
@It connects to a smartphone or other device via tethering.*

@ The two devices directly communicate with each other.*
